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[Mang rove] A "Mangrove" is a plant community that grows in the

wetlands of estuaries in which river water and sea water mix, and is located
in tropical to subtropical regions.
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There are about 71 hectares of mangroves located at the point where the
Sumiyo River and the Yakugachi River of Amami Oshima join together.
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In Japanese, "0" stands for a man, "me" stands for a woman.
However, "Ohirugi" and "Mehirugi" are different plants.
They do not represent "male trees" and "female trees".
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[Japanese name] Ohi rugi

The scientific name is "Bruguiera gymnorhiza" .
The English name is "Black mangrove".

This plant has a root that looks like a human knee.
A red calyx flower blooms from this tree.
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[Japanese name] Mehi rugi

The scientific name is "Kandelia obovata".

The English name is "Yellow mangrove".
This plant has a flat root that looks like a plate. It has white flowers.
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
